Navigating Atlanta Hartsfield Jackson Airport

When you arrive in Atlanta, you will deplane atateyon a concourse.

If the concourse is A — E, you have to take thmtimthe transportation mall to get from your
arrival concourse to baggage claim/ground tranggiort area.

If your arrival concourse is “T” for terminal, yalo not have to take the train as you are already
in the main terminal ticketing/baggage claim settio
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As you leave your gate area you need to head toahier of the Concourse. There will be
overhead signs directing you towards Baggage clgiwen if you did not check a bag, follow
these signs to get to ground transportation. Wieenrgach the center of the concourse, take the
escalator down to the Transportation mall.
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Concourse E (most international flights arrive héseon the left and the main terminals, North
and South (and the “T” Gates) are on the rightir&dory like this can be found at each train
station.

There will be two tracks that the trains use; oneach side of the hallway. Take the train to
Baggage Claim and Ground Transportation. Each agseds about ¥ of a mile from the next.
You can walk if you don’t want to take the traimtlit is a long walk.
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Take the train to the “Last Stop”. As you exit than, turn right to the big escalator.
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Go up the big escalator. At the top will be sigmisthe North Terminal and South Terminal with
a list of airlines located in each. Note which terah your airline uses.
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Go to the terminal for your airline to get your ba§outh to the left, North to the right. If you
did not check a bag, you can go either way thed @#he end of the baggage claim area (if you

get to “Ticketing”, you went the wrong way).

If you arrived at the “T” Gates you will exit theg area at the far end (East) of the North or
South Terminal. Walk all the way down to baggagensland then past the baggage claim area
to the ground transportation area (see below).
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After getting your bag, walk to the end of the bagg claim area and look for the ground
transportation signs. Each terminal has its owhaoors.
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Go out the door marked W-2 from the south terminal...

...Or door W-1 for the North terminal
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Walk across the street to the Ground transportasiands.

Go to the “C” Island.

There will be many shuttles of all sizes from vemsmall buses. There is no specific parking
slot for each hotel. Just keep an eye out for/the shuttle. The shuttle
comes every 15 or 20 minutes. You can also calhtitel and tell them you are waiting and they
will let you know how long until the shuttle willethere.
